
MORE POWER…. 
 
The Peak High Temperature / High Strength (HT / HS) 
Magnet  is used to recover loose ferrous objects such 
as parted pulling dogs, perforating gun debris, 
corrosion scale etc. from within a well. Unlike normal 
magnets, the Peak HT / HS Magnet is rated to 600°F 
and field proven to operate in wells up to 400°F. 
Common magnets lose their flux when exposed to high 
temperatures but the Peak High Temperature / High 
Strength Magnet can withstand prolonged exposure to 
very high downhole temperatures without losing 
magnetic strength. The Peak HT / HS Magnet provides 
a lift force substantially higher than that of standard 
magnets, regardless of how many runs have been 
performed. The simplistic design incorporates a 
stainless steel shroud to ensure the Magnet is easily 
conveyed to the bottom of the well.  
 
The Peak High Temperature / High Strength Magnet 
was developed initially at the request of a leading Oil & 
Gas Operator to specifically meet their well 
requirements. These wells exhibited bottom hole 
temperatures in excess of 350°F. Exposure to these 
temperatures with the added combination of high C02, 
would result in their magnets to degrade rapidly and 
lose magnetism after minimal runs.  
 
As standard, the Peak HT / HS Magnets are available 
in 1.750”, 2.220”, 2.720”, 3.500”, 3.750” & 4.500” 
diameters and exhibit lifting forces from 150lbs (70kgs)
to 650lbs (300kgs).

PEAK ORIENTATION SUB 
 
The Peak Orientation Sub is an 
integral component during operations 
where understanding the position and 
orientation of a fish within the tubing 
is critical. Determining the low side of 
the well bore in relation to the fish 
enhances tool recovery operations 
and greatly assists the operator in 
selecting the correct tool for the next 
stage of the retrieval process. 
 
The Peak Orientation Sub can be 
fitted to any Lead Impression Block 
(LIB) and activation of the Sub is 
simultaneous with the downward jar 
during obtaining a lead impression. A 
brass pin is sheared in the Orientation 
Sub during the impact which forces a 
mandrel to impress against a non-
magnetic, stainless steel ball and a 
leaded bronze disc. The ball which is 
free within the chamber will always rest against the low 
side so the impression obtained on the disc can be 
correlated directly with the impression on the LIB. The 
Peak Orientation Sub is simplistic in design & incorporates 
several unique design features & benefits. Unlike other  
versions on the market, the Peak Orientation Sub is a lead
-free design which ensures ease of use and quick turn-
around as there is no necessity to redress the lead or re-
pour. As the Peak Orientation Sub can be made up to any 
LIB, the operator is not limited to one size of LIB and 
multiple runs can be performed with the same Sub in a 
range of tubing sizes with different sized Lead Impression 
Blocks.
